Dear Parishioners: 
 

 Happy Feast of the Epiphany! 
 

 On Epiphany, Christ was made manifest by the 

shining of a great star. Today Christ continues to make 

Himself known to us with the same spiritual illumination. 

The six Sundays which follow Epiphany are known as the 

time of manifestation. It was difficult for human persons to 

realize that God was living among them 2000 years ago. 

Today we, too, forget that all grace comes through Him, 

that our life is one with Him and our salvation is in Him. 

In order to convince His followers of his Divinity, God 

resorted to miracles — godly acts which mere humans 

could not fathom. These miracles are related in the 

manifestation gospels. He changes water into wine. He 

cures the centurion's servant from a distance. He 

commands the sea and the winds and they obey. With such 

miracles He proved His Divinity and called those who 

loved Him to a new apostolate. 

 At the beginning of the New Year, in the spirit of 

the Epiphany and God manifesting himself universally in 

our world, I want to thank all those involved in the 

ministries of this parish. By analogy, the manifestation 

gospels are played out today through the various 

ministries, and allow me to highlight some of these 

ministries (given the limitations of space in the bulletin):

Guild and their praying for the church. 

The great gift to the parish of our ministers of music, 

Eucharistic Ministers, Lectors, Servers and Ushers.

A NOTE FROM THE PARISH NURSE 

Celiac disease affects about three million adults in the 
U.S.  Celiac disease is not a food allergy.  It's an             
autoimmune disease, an illness that occurs when your body     
tissues are attacked by your own immune system.  When 
someone with the disease eats food that contains gluten     
-a protein that triggers an inflammatory reaction in the small 
intestine-the body's immune system identifies it as        
harmful.  It then attacks what it sees as a foreign invader to 
the intestinal tract and that leads to gastrointestinal       
problems and malnutrition.  Symptoms may include       
bloating, nausea, diarrhea, weight loss, anemia and chronic 
fatigue.  People with celiac disease must avoid wheat, rye, 
barley & grain by-products such as pasta, crackers & ce-
real.  Even very small traces of gluten, such as the amount 
found in bread crumbs or in a food processed at a plant 
with other gluten products, may be enough to                   
trigger symptoms.  If you don't want to be sick, stick to a 
strict gluten-free diet - no exceptions.  Source:  Health 
Monitor at Home, Vol 10, No.2 Fall 2009 p 25.
