BAPTISM OF THE LORD 

Dear parishioners, 
 

Today we celebrate the feast of the Baptism of the Lord. In 

today's Gospel, as in the other Gospel accounts of Jesus' 

baptism, we hear John the Baptist address the confusion of 

the people who thought that John might be the Messiah. In 

response, John contrasts the baptism that he performs with 

the Baptism that Jesus will inaugurate. John the Baptist says 

that he has baptized with water, but that someone will come 

and baptize with the Holy Spirit. The type of baptism that 

John performed was not yet a Christian Baptism; it was a 

preparation for Christian Baptism through which sins are 

forgiven and the gift of the Holy Spirit is received. 

The baptism of Jesus is reported in each of the three  

Synoptic GospelsðMatthew, Mark, and Luke. Clearly, it 

was an event of great significance for Jesus and for the 

early Christian community. The Evangelists Mark and Luke 

report the story from Jesus' perspective; the voice from 

heaven is addressed to Jesus. Compare this to Matthew's 

Gospel in which the voice from heaven speaks to everyone. 

In Luke, however, the Holy Spirit descends upon Jesus  

during his time of prayer after his baptism. Through his 

Gospel, Luke will show Jesus to be a person of prayer who 

withdraws regularly from the crowds and his disciples to  

pray to his father. The baptism of Jesus is considered a 

manifestation of God in Jesus, another ñepiphany.ò On this, 

the last day of the Christmas season, our Gospel reveals to 

us Jesus' relation to God: the son of Mary and Joseph is also 

God's own Son. In Luke's Gospel, all three members of the 

Trinity are  

manifested here: God the Father in the voice, the Holy 

Spirit descending, and Jesus the Son. At the beginning of 

his Gospel, Luke is communicating to us important 

information about the identity of Jesus. In the verses that 

follow, Luke lists the genealogy of Jesus, tracing Jesus' 

ancestry back to the first person, Adam, who is also 

identified as the son of God. We, the children of Adam and 

Eve, are again made children of God through Baptism. 

As we go into our New Year, 2010, let us reclaim our  

baptism, remember our being chosen as Godôs beloved, and 

follow through on the mission of giving witness by our 

lives to our identity as brothers and sisters of Jesus Christ 

the risen Lord.

CAPITAL CAMPAIGN UPDATE  

As we begin the New Year 2010 the Capital Campaign Committee and Father Dan Sullivan want to continue to share the 

good news and gratitude that as a community we exceeded the $300,000 challenge and have received the $2 million gift 

from our anonymous donor. 
 

By reaching this fundraising goal we will be able to break ground on Phase 1A of our new School and Faith Education 

Center late this spring. 
 

Last August we received a unique pledge of $2 million toward our Capital Campaign for building a new PK-8, School & 

Faith Education Center. This gift brought us just $300,000 shy of funds needed to break ground on Phase 1A.  
 

Thus our $300,000 challenge was made to our community.  It is with a grateful heart that Father Dan announced on the 4th 

Sunday of Advent  that as a community we have surpassed that goal  - new pledges were offered,  pledges paid off early, 

fundraisers held by school children ï your support has been a gift to our community - thank you! Because of your efforts as a 

community we have raised $7.6 million in pledges and now have over $5.2 million in cash ï enough funds to satisfy 

diocesan requirements to break ground. 
 

The Campaign Committee and Building Committee will continue to bring you news through the bulletin as we progress on 

Phase 1A and make plans to finish the School & Faith Education Center and move on to the Parish Center, Parish Hall, 

Prayer Garden and Plaza.

Queridos Feligreses, 

Hoy celebramos la fiesta del Bautismo del Señor.  En el 

Evangelio de hoy, como en las otras versiones del 

Evangelio sobre el bautismo de Jesús, escuchamos a Juan 

Bautista aclarar la confusión de la gente que pensaba que 

Juan pudiera ser el mesías.  En respuesta, Juan hace un 

contraste del bautizo que él celebra con el Bautizo que 

Jesús inaugurará.  Juan Bautista dice que él ha bautizado 

con agua, pero que alguien vendrá y bautizará con el 

Espíritu Santo.  El tipo de bautizo que Juan celebró aún no 

era un Bautizo Cristiano; era una preparación para el 

Bautizo Cristiano por el cual los pecados son perdonados y 

la gracia del Espíritu Santo es recibida. 

 

Los tres Evangelios Sinópticos---Mateo, Marcos y Lucas 

hacen referencia al bautizo de Jesús.  Claramente, fue un 

evento de gran significado para Jesús y para el periodo 

inicial de la comunidad cristiana.  Los Evangelistas Marcos 

y Lucas reportan la historia desde la perspectiva de Jesús; 

la voz del cielo es dirigida a Jesús.  Compare esto al 

Evangelio de Mateo en el cual la voz del cielo se dirige a 

todos.  Sin embargo, en el de Lucas, el Espíritu Santo 

desciende sobre Jesús mientras oraba después de su 

bautizo.    A través de su Evangelio, Lucas le enseñará a 

Jesús a ser una persona de oración quien regularmente se 

recluye de la muchedumbre y sus discípulos para rezarle a 

su Padre. 

El bautizo de Jesús es considerado como una manifestación 

de Dios en Jes¼s, otra ñepifan²a.ò  En este, el ¼ltimo d²a de 

la temporada de Navidad, nuestro Evangelio nos revela la 

relación de Jesús a Dios; el hijo de María y José es también 

el propio hijo de Dios.  En el Evangelio de Lucas, los tres 

miembros de la Trinidad se manifiestan aquí: Dios Padre 

en la voz, el Espíritu Santo descendiendo, y Jesús el hijo.  

Al principio del Evangelio, Lucas nos comunica 

información importante sobre la identidad de Jesús.  En los 

versículos que siguen, Lucas hace una lista de la 

genealogía de Jesús, trazando la ascendencia de Jesús hasta 

la primera persona, Adán, quien es identificado como el 

hijo de Dios.  Nosotros, los hijos de Adán y Eva, se 

convierten en hijos de Dios a través del Bautizo 

Al empezar nuestro Año Nuevo, 2010, reclamemos nuestro 

bautizo, recuerden que fuimos escogidos como los amados 

de Dios, continúen la misión de dar testimonio a través de 

nuestras vidas a nuestra identidad como hermanos y 

hermanas de Jesucristo el Señor resucitado.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

Chronic inflammation that happens inside your body 

is a big contributor to many major illnesses, 

including heart disease, immune system disorders, 

arthritis, diabetes, Alzheimerôs disease, and some 

forms of cancer.  Here are some ways to fight back: 

According to the National Institutes of Health (NIH), 

losing 5-10% of your weight may decrease inflammation 

throughout your body. 

Foods such as green tea, nuts, deep sea fish, ginger, curry, 

cumin, & nigella (a spice used in Indian food) have been 

found to decrease inflammation.  Resveratrol, a substance 

in red wine, grapes and peanuts is a potent anti-

inflammatory. 

Starchy foods, especially those made with white flour, 

potatoes & rice increase blood sugar and lead to increased 

inflammation. 

Getting less than 7-8 hours of sleep per night can lead to 

chronic inflammation. 

As little as 10 minutes of walking per day can reduce 

inflammation levels 

Medications such as aspirin fight inflammation, but may 

not be for everyone. 

Talk with your doctor before taking any medication or 

supplement.
