SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

Dear Parishioners: 

 What a great gift it is if we can grow into living in 

freedom. The freedom I am referring to is the ñfreedom of 

the children of God.ò One way of understanding Godôs 

action in human history is through the lens of freedom. The 

Exodus is a freedom story. The Covenant is a freedom story 

wherein God establishes a personal relationship with the 

Israelites. Jesus Christ is the New Covenant and his life, 

death and resurrection bring us a freedom humans could 

never achieve on their own. The sacraments we celebrate in 

our community of faith bring us freedom in various ways. 

 The Ten Commandments, rather than being 

understood as restrictions, really point to freedom. God 

only has our best interests in mind showing us the way to 

freedom and new life. Let us look at each commandment 

from this perspective. 

 

I am the Lord your Godéyou are free if you let God be 

God and humans be human; refrain from making 

people into gods or turning them and their thoughts into 

idols. 

You shall not take the name of the Lord in vainéyou are 

free if you trust in the name of God. Your freedom is 

not a product of isolation. Rather, it is the fruit of your 

trust in the infinite mystery of God. 

Remember the Sabbathéyou are free if you refrain from 

making work and its achievements the purpose of your 

life. You will be free if you grant others realms of 

freedom and do not oppress them for the sake of 

maximizing profit. 

Honor your father and mother...lead a life of love, 

reverence and respect for other human beings. Cultivate 

relationships. Practice solidarity and do not dismiss the 

contract between generations as mere idle talk. 

You shall not killéyou will be kind to other human beings 

if you accept the lives of others as gifts. Teach yourself 

to welcome differences as a gift and opportunity for 

enrichment. 

You shall not commit adulteryéyou will be free if you are 

able to love others for their own sake and if you make 

every effort to practice the art of loving with the 

strength of your own lifeôs possibilities. The essence of 

love is respect and reverence. 

You shall not stealéyou will be free if you honor the 

rights of others, if you can leave the space, the vital 

goods and the privacy of others untouched. 

You shall not bear false witnessé ñThe truth will set you 

free.ò Lies lead to more lies whose cover-up drains you 

of vital energy. 

You shall not covet your neighborôs wifeéyou will be free 

if you do not become a slave to your own desires. You 

will be free if you do not immediately interpret a crisis 

as the end of a relationship, but rather, welcome it as an 

opportunity for growth. 

You shall not covet you neighborôs houseéyou will be 

free if you conduct your life satisfied with what you 

have; you will remove the sting of greed from your life.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

 

Testosterone therapy has been thought to provide 

modest increases in lean body mass, muscle mass and a 

decrease of fat mass for older men.  In an article in Clinical 

Geriatrics, Kronos Longevity Research Institute indicated 

that it is unnecessary for those with testosterone levels in the 

normal or low-normal range.  While risks are small, the fact 

that the potential population for these therapies may be as 

high as 20 million means that even the slightest risk for 

prostate cancer, one per 1,000 men receiving therapy, could 

resust in 20,000 new cases per year.  Previous studies have 

been too small or underpowered to determine the true worth 

of these therapies, and results of tests so far have seen little to 

no effrect on body composition, bone mass or brain 

function.
