THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

REMINDER OF CHURCH CUSTOMS AND ETIQUETTE 
 

Making the Sign of the Cross with holy water as you enter and leave the church is a reminder of your baptismal call and 

asking Godôs blessing to be true to it. 

Genuflecting as one enters and leaves the pew is an acknowledgment of entering and leaving the house of God and 

reverence for the Blessed Sacrament reserved in the tabernacle. If one cannot genuflect, a bow is appropriate. 

When one comes into the church it is a time to be recollected and to intentionally be ñpresentò so that one can 

participate more fully when Mass is celebrated. So silence before Mass is appropriate. 

Arriving on time for the Mass and not leaving before the dismissal is a courtesy to all members of the community. 

Our church is a large worship space so the community is asked to speak up with full voice when giving the various 

responses at Mass, spoken or sung. 

At Communion time, the walking in procession to receive Eucharist is a sacred walk reflective of our lifeôs journey to 

receive God really and sacramentally into our lives. 

The faithful are asked to bow slightly before receiving Eucharist and not to genuflect. 

The faithful are asked to receive the Eucharist into their hands or on the tongue. Please do not take the Eucharist by your 

fingers from the priest. Intinction, that is, dipping the host into the precious blood, is not allowed. 

Cell phones and pagers need to be turned off during liturgies or put on vibrate if you have to take emergency calls. 

Leaving the pew to go out for water or to the restroom during a liturgy, except in emergencies, is very distracting for all. 

This is especially true if one leaves during the Eucharist prayer. 

We welcome families with children to the church. We do not have a cry room but the vestibule has speakers so parents 

can hear the Mass when children become restless. We are asked to be patient and kind with our families who want to 

come to Mass together. 

Food, gum and drinks should be left outside the church before entering. 

Finally, appropriate attire is respectful both toward God and other members of the congregation. Please be thoughtful 

and considerate of others in what you choose to wear to church.

Hacer la señal de la Cruz con agua bendita al entrar y salir de la iglesia es un recordatorio de su llamado bautismal y pedir 

bendiciones a Dios para ser verdaderos a ella. 

Hacer la genuflexión al entrar y salir de las bancas es un reconocimiento de que entramos y salimos de la casa de Dios y 

una reverencia para el Sagrado Sacramento reservado en el tabernáculo.  Si alguna persona no puede hacer la genuflexión, 

es apropiado inclinarse o hacer una reverencia. 

Cuando uno entra a la iglesia es tiempo de recordar y de intencionalmente estar ñpresenteò para poder participar m§s de 

lleno cuando se celebra la Misa.  El silencio antes de la Misa es apropiado. 

Llegar a tiempo para la Misa y no salir antes de que el sacerdote de la bendición es una cortesía para todos los miembros 

de la comunidad. 

Nuestra iglesia es un lugar grande de veneración así que se le pide a la comunidad que respondan con voz alta las varias 

respuestas de la Misa, ya sean habladas o cantadas.    

Durante la comunión, la caminata de procesión  para recibir la Eucaristía es una caminata sagrada que refleja nuestra 

jornada de la vida para recibir a Dios realmente y sacramentalmente en nuestras vidas. 

Se le pide a los creyentes que se inclinen ligeramente y no se hinquen antes de recibir la Eucaristía.    

Se le pide a los creyentes que reciban la Eucaristía en sus manos o en su lengua. Por favor no tome la Eucarist²a del 

sacerdote o ministro de Eucaristía con sus dedos.  Intición, que significa sumergir la hostia en la preciosa sangre, no está 

permitido.   

Teléfonos celulares y buscapersonas deben apagarse durante la liturgia o ponerse en vibrador si tiene que aceptar 

llamadas de emergencia. 

Salir de las bancas para ir a tomar agua o ir al baño durante la liturgia, excepto en caso de emergencia, distrae mucho a 

todos. Esto es especialmente verdadero si alguien se sale durante la oración Eucarística.  

Nosotros le damos la bienvenida a la iglesia a familias con niños.  Nosotros no tenemos un cuarto especial para ellos pero 

el vestíbulo tiene altoparlantes para que los padres puedan escuchar la Misa cuando los niños están inquietos.  Les 

pedimos que tengan paciencia y sean bondadosos con nuestras familias que desean asistir a Misa juntos.  

Antes de entrar a la iglesia, se deberá dejar afuera la comida, las bebidas y el chicle.  

Finalmente, se debe vestir apropiadamente de manera respetuosa ante Dios y otros miembros de la congregación.  Por favor 

sea considerado y considere a otras personas en lo que selecciona para llevar puesto a la iglesia.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

A simple fall can change your life!  Getting older 

can bring changes to your sight, hearing, muscle 

strength, coordination and reflexes.  Balance can be 

affected by diabetes and heart disease or by problems with 

circulation, thyroid or nervous system diseases.  Some 

medications can cause dizziness.  Osteoporosis is a major 

reason for broken bones in older men and women.  The more 

you take care of your overall health & well-being, the lower 

your chances of falling.  Ask your doctor for a bone density 

scan to find out how strong your bones are.  If needed he can 

prescribe medication to make your bones stronger and harder 

to break.  Talk with him/her about an exercise plan.  Have 

your hearing & vision tested regularly.  Learn side effects of 

medications you take, and limit the amount of alcohol you 

drink.  Always stand up slowly after resting or lying 

down.  Getting up too quickly can cause your blood pressure 

to drop & make you feel faint.  Use a cane or walker as 

needed for stability.  Wear rubber soled, low heeled shoes 

that fully support your feet, and never stand on a chair or 

table to reach something that's too high - use a reach 

stick.
