 Perhaps youôve seen that bumper sticker, ñIf you 

can read this, thank a teacher.ò You might imagine 

another, similar one, ñIf your conscience bothers you,

 Beyond the humor of acquired guilt, the real 

beauty of this message is the gift of staying close to a God 

who tugs at your heart for attention.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

Falls are the leading cause of injuries and deaths 

among Americans over 65, according to the 

National Center for Injury Prevention and 

Control.  You can prevent falls by making changes to 

unsafe areas in your home.  In stairways & hallways, make 

sure there is good lighting with light switches at top & 

bottom of stairs.  Install secure handrails on both sides of 

stairs.  In the bathroom, mount grab bars near toilets and on 

both sides of tubs & showers, inside and outside.  Use non-

skid mats or strips on all surfaces that may get wet, & keep 

a night light on.  In the bedroom, place a lamp and 

telephone close to your bed.  In other areas, keep all cords 

and wires near walls & away from walking paths.  Attach 

all area rugs firmly to the floor.  Arrange furniture so that it 

is not in your way when you walk.  Be sure that sofas & 

chairs are a good height for you, so that you can get into & 

out of them easily.

NEWS FROM THE MARIAN SHOP  

The ever-popular saguaro crosses are back in stock. The 

majestic saguaro is native to Arizona and itôs our state 

flower.  The saguaro grows very slowly -- perhaps an inch a 

year -- but to a great height, 15 to 50 feet. The largest plants, 

with more than 5 arms, are estimated to be 200 years old. An 

average old Saguaro would have 5 arms and be about 30 feet 

tall.  When the saguaro dies the plant decays and all that is 

left is the skeleton.  It is from this skeleton that these crosses 

are lovingly crafted.  We have a variety from which to 

choose.
