SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT 

ñMusical Arrangementsò 
Dear Parishioners: 

 Two weekends ago I spoke briefly at all the 

Masses informing the parish that there has been a change in 

personnel and we would be going through a time of 

transition in our music and liturgy department, which will 

affect liturgies for the next couple of months. 

 There is an old Latin saying, ñWhen it comes to 

taste, there is no disputing.ò I like vanilla and you like 

chocolate. I like blue and you like yellow. My house is 

furnished and arranged according to my taste and you 

would not ever want to live in my space. Music and liturgy 

affect people in different ways; some like this and others 

like that. To find format that pleases all persons is not 

possible. 

 The General Instruction on the Roman Missal call 

for liturgies that will elicit ñfull and active participationò of 

the congregation. I am aware that each of the five English 

weekend Masses has its own personality. At the 5:30 PM 

on Saturday and the 7:00 A.M. on Sunday, folks like to 

have a liturgy that is ñquieter.ò The 9:00 A.M. Mass is 

referred to as our family/childrenôs Mass. The 11:00 A.M. 

is a more ñtraditionalò Mass with the adult choir leading 

the congregation in prayer and song.  The 5:00 P.M. Mass 

on Sunday evening has attempted to be attractive to the 

youth of the parish.      

 Each of these Masses, while abiding by the essence 

of the Sunday liturgy, will have a different musical 

emphasis. We will be testing out various models in the next 

couple of months. The most notable change will be at the 

5:00 P.M. Mass on Sunday evening. I have contracted with 

Family Spirit Music Ministry, under the direction 

of  George Gonzalez, to provide the music for this Mass for 

the next few months and perhaps on a permanent basis. 

You can check out the Family Spirit Music at its website: 

www.familyspiritmusic.com. George and his wife, Mary, 

and the group have been singing in Phoenix parishes for 

about twenty years.  

 Family Spirit Music is a style of music referred to 

as worship and praise music for souls of all ages and 

languages. The instruments are piano, guitar, bass guitar 

and drums that accompany the lead singers and the 

congregation. This style of music is a major departure from 

what has been offered at our parish. I hope that it will be an 

upbeat style that attracts our youth to greater presence at 

and participation in the celebration of the Eucharist.  

 Thank you for your understanding as we move 

through this transition time with our liturgies. I believe we 

have a variety of styles of worship available for you to find 

one that is most to your liking in our parish.

 GROUND BREAKING CEREMONY  

In case you havenôt heard yet we have set a date for groundbreaking for the first phase of our new 

School and Faith Education Center. The ground-breaking ceremony will take place during our 

Family Fun Fest at 10 a.m. on Saturday, March 27 on the school playground.  
 

The parish community recently hit a fundraising milestone and has $7.7 million pledged toward its 

School and Faith Education Center. The ground breaking for Phase 1A will start construction that 

when complete, will provide a 34,000-square-foot facility on its existing site, at the cost of $6.5 

million. It will consist primarily of a two-story east wing and will contain: First floor: student activity center with gym/

cafeteria,  performance area, kitchen, storage, and classrooms for pre-K (3) and  kindergarten (3); Second floor: Sixth-, 

seventh- and eighth-grade  classrooms (2 for each grade) and a science center; Outdoor: Hard surface play areas, and 

dedicated play area for Pre-K and K, and increased parking next to 3rd Street. 
 

ñWe are about one year ahead of schedule,ò said pastor Daniel Sullivan, SJ. ñThat is due in large part to our generous 

community of families, individuals and organizations who have contributed to our project as well as our major donor who 

stepped forward to allow us to break ground a year ahead of schedule and take advantage of the lower construction costs 

that are a current reality.ò 
 

In addition to blessing the construction site and burying a time capsule, diocesan representatives, parish and community 

leaders will recognize the close to 1,000 donors who have contributed to this project. 
 

Campaign leaders, led by Chairpersons Beth and Bob Matthews, will continue to raise funds for the remaining phases of the 

School and Faith Education Center. Early estimates for Phase 1B are $4 million and Phase 1C $3 million, with $ 1.2 million 

pledged toward this part of the project to date. Following the completion of the School and Faith Education Center, 

the parish will continue to build a Parish Center, Parish Hall, Prayer Garden and Plaza and additional parking.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

Latest statewide data from Arizona shows that 

survival with chest-compression-only CPR until 

paramedics arrive is twice as high as standard CPR.  Dr. 

Gordon A. Ewy, M.D., Director of the Sarver Heart Center at 

UofA stated, "We found that the chance of surviving a 

cardiac arrest outside a hospital was twice as high when 

bystanders performed continuous chest compressions without 

mouth-to-mouth breathing than when bystanders preformed 

standard CPR".  These findings were obtained by the Sarver 

Heart Center Resuscitation Research Group at UofA and 

SHARE (Save Hearts in AZ Research and Education) at the 

AZ Department of Health Services over the past 4 years.  The 

analysis included 4,850 out-of-hospital cardiac arrests in AZ 

that occurred from 2005 to 2009.  Dr. Ewy said, "This study 

is the first to show that bystanders can raise the odds of 

survival by giving chest compressions only rather than the 

type of CPR being taught in most certification classes.  If we 

can get more people to act, more patients who were on the 

brink of death will be walking out of the hospital 

neurologically intact".  Learn more about chest compression 

only CPR @www.azshare.gov Source:  Sarver Heart Center 

Newsletter Issue 56:  Winter 2009 p 6.
