Our God is a living God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. The risen Jesus has given us his spirit, the Holy Spirit,
there is an intimate bond between us today and all
paschal mystery of years ago has ultimate meaning for us today. As faithful Christians we interpret our life experien
through the paschal mystery of Jesus. What was true for him is true for us: our human expejogacasd sorrows, the
passion in various forms, suffering and death AND resurrection!

During this Holy Weekbe with Jesusbe his companion as he fulfills the paschal mystery. You can do this in your
imagination: have joy at his reception into Jerusalem; join in the Passover meal and allow Jesus to wash your feet; rec
