THIRD SUNDAY OF EASTER 

Dear Parishioners: 
 Today in Callanan Hall we are holding an assembly 
from 10:30 A.M. until Noon. The purpose of this gathering, 
hosted by our pastoral council and led by representatives of 
Valley Interfaith Project, is to provide us with as much 
accurate information surrounding the topic of 
comprehensive immigration reform. A very complex topic. 
We all can be educated on this issue. 
 Recently, I read an article entitled “The Theology 
of Migration” written by Fr. Daniel G. Groddy, CSC, who 
teaches theology at Notre Dame University in Indiana.  
 Though my space is very limited, let me briefly 
mention some thoughts from his article. “The theme of 
migration is at the heart of the Judeo-Christian scriptures. 
From the call of Abraham, the Exodus, Jesus’ descent into 
the world of humanity in his incarnation, the flight into 
Egypt, to the missionary activity of the church, migration 
shapes the heart of who we are as human beings before 
God. 
 Four foundations give expression to the ways in 
which God reconciles the world to himself, breaks down 
divisions in our relationships and helps us understand God’s 
movement into our world and our response to God’s grace. 
 Image of God – human beings are not just what we 
label them, but people who bear God’s own image and 
likeness. The most difficult part of being an immigrant for 
many is the experience of being no one to anyone. 

 Word of God – in the incarnation Jesus crosses the 
divide that exists between divine life and human life. In 
Matthew’s gospel God in Jesus takes on human flesh, 
migrates into our world, becomes a refugee (Egypt), 
assumes the human condition of the most vulnerable – 
hunger, thirst, rejection, injustice, passion and death. The 
Jesus story opens up for many migrants a reason to hope, 
especially in what often seems like a hopeless predicament. 
 Mission of God – crosses the human-human divide. 
This makes real the practice of table fellowship through 
which Jesus crosses over the human borders that divide 
human being from each other and invites people into the 
kingdom of God. 
 Vision of God – is about looking at the world in 
such a way that the kingdom of God shapes our vision 
about who we are in the world. Borders do not define the 
Body of Christ.  
 Christian discipleship leads us to overcome all that 
divides us in order to reconcile our relationships reminding 
us that the more difficult walls to cross are the ones that 
exist in the hearts of each of us. We are unable to cross 
these divides by ourselves.”

 Cuatro fundamentos expresan la manera por la cual 
Dios se reconcilia con el mundo, separa las divisiones en 
nuestras relaciones y nos ayuda a entender el movimiento 
de Dios en nuestro mundo y en nuestra respuesta a la gracia 
de Dios. 
 Imagen de Dios – los seres humanos no solo son lo 
que los señalamos, sino gente que lleva la propia imagen y 
semejanza de Dios.  Para muchos, lo más difícil de ser 
inmigrante es la experiencia de ser nadie para alguien. 

 Palabra de Dios – en la encarnación Jesús cruza la 
divisoria que existe entre la vida divina y la vida humana.  
En el Evangelio de Mateo Dios en Jesús se convierte en 
humano, emigra a nuestro mundo, se convierte en un 
refugiado (Egipto), asume la condición humana de lo más 
vulnerable – hambre, sed, rechazo, injusticia, pasión y 
muerte.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

Parkinson's Disease is a neurologic disease 
characterized by slowness in the initiation and 

execution of movement, increased muscle rigidity, tremor at 
rest, and impaired reflexes.  Parkinson's Disease (PD) affects 
about 160 in 100,000 people.  Onset of PD is associated with 
type A encephalitis and intoxication with a variety of 
chemicals, including carbon monoxide and manganese 
(among copper miners). It is also seen following the use of 
some drugs.  Onset of PD is gradual.  In the 
beginning stages  only a mild tremor, slight limp or 
decreased arm swing may be evident.  Later the person may 
have a shuffling, propulsive gait with arms flexed.  Diagnosis 
of PD is based on patient history and clinical features...there 
is no specific diagnostic test.  Because there is no cure, 
management is aimed at relieving symptoms.  Drug therapy 
is aimed at correcting the imbalance of central nervous 
system neurotransmitters.  Surgical therapy is usually used to 
relieve symptoms in patients not responsive to drug therapy 
or who have severe motor complications.  A nutritious diet is 
important to avoid malnutrition and constipation when the 
patient begins to have difficulty chewing and swallowing 
food.
