PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

Diabetic ketoacidosis (DKA) is an emergency 

condition caused by untreated hyperglycemia 

(high blood glucose levels).  If you have type 2 

diabetes your risk of developing DKA is less - as long as 

your body still makes insulin.  When there isn't enough 

insulin, your body is unable to use glucose for energy.  To 

continue functioning, your body goes into starvation mode 

and releases fat to use for energy.  This fat is converted to 

ketones which are utilized more slowly than they are 

made.  As a result, ketones in your blood spill over into 

your urine.  The underlying high glucose also leaks into 

your urine and pulls water out of your body causing 

dehydration.  DKA usually develops slowly.  By 

recognizing and treating early symptoms, you can avoid a 

potnetially life threatening condition.  Symptoms include: 

dehydration & excessive thirst, excess urination, 

drowsiness, fruity smell to the breath, ketones in your 

urine.  Treatment requires insulin and fluids ordered by 

your doctor.   Source:  WebMD
