NINETEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

“Faith is the realization of what is hoped for 
and evidence of things not seen.” 

 

This excerpt from today’s scriptures from Hebrews pretty much sums up the entire enterprise of Catholic education. 
And faith has served us well these many years! Faith doled out generously by teachers who love what they do and who they 
serve. Faith from a parish school community that continually goes the extra mile to bring together needed resources to 
house a school and fund programs to prepare young people for the future. Faith in children’s abilities, potential and 
spirituality to thrive and flourish in ways to better our world and to truly partner with a loving God whose love knows no 
bounds. Faith of the Jesuit community to continue to companion with us as part of our St. Francis Xavier family. 

Faith doesn’t come easy and seems to need constant work. But look at the promises of faith…”a realization of what 
is hoped for and evidence of things not seen.” Often we are tempted to make faith into some kind of currency. If I believe 
and act as if I believe, then something I want will be delivered. Or just the opposite; as soon as life takes a mean twist I 
assume either my faith wasn’t good enough and was somehow rejected, or I take back my meager faith in spite, from a God 
who doesn’t deserve it. Here’s the thing, God doesn’t need our faith, we do. But it’s got to be the real thing. I can’t dangle it 
out there like a fishing line, hoping I’ll catch something if I’m just patient enough, or use the right lures of good behavior 
and pious prayer.   

Faith is always about relationship. I trust you or I trust God as an act of will, a decision I make over and over and 
over again, every minute of every day. Yes, really.  Consciously or maybe over time out of happy habit, I choose to believe 
in God or in a loved one as an act of love freely given. While faith is a noun, it feels more like a verb or an action because 
it’s always a work in progress. I’m never done believing.  

Jesus invites us into this kind of dynamic relationship and assures us that God has something better in store for us 
than we could ever imagine or plan for ourselves. But this is hard to swallow until over time our faith provides the 
realization that it is exactly so. As we move through challenges and heartache, as well as good times and celebration, we 
know it is God beside us and within us that sustains us. Like the Footprints prayer, God carries us through and over and 
into tomorrow. Hence the “evidence of things not seen” become certainties to us. We know, we expect, we look for and we 
try to make space to receive God in our midst, God at work, God in all things. May we practice being people of faith, in 
relationship with a loving God, as we serve one another. What a privilege!

“FE ES LA REALIZACIÓN DE LO QUE SE ESPERA

Este extracto del evangelio de hoy de los hebreos es un resumen de todo lo que constituye la educación católica.  
¡Y la fe nos ha servido bien todos estos años!  La fe expuesta generosamente por los maestros quienes aman lo que hacen y 
a quien sirven.  La fe desde el punto de vista de una comunidad de una escuela parroquial que continuamente camina esa 
milla extra para reunir los recursos necesarios para una escuela y financia programas para preparar a los jóvenes para el 
futuro.  Fe en las habilidades, potencial y espiritualidad de los niños para desarrollarse y florecer de una manera en la cual 
mejoren nuestro mundo y para que verdaderamente se asocien con un Dios amoroso de quien su amor no conoce límites.  
Fe de la comunidad jesuita para continuar acompañándonos como parte de nuestra familia de San Francisco Xavier. 

La fe no es algo fácil de tener y parece que se necesita trabajar en ella constantemente.  Pero observen la promesa 
de fe…” una realización de lo que se espera y la evidencia de cosas que no se ven.”  A menudos estamos tentados a hacer 
la fe en alguna clase de dinero.  Si yo creo y actúo como si creyera, entonces algo que yo quiero será entregado.  O justo lo 
opuesto; tan pronto la vida toma un giro inesperado cruel supongo que mi fe no era lo suficientemente buena y de alguna 
manera rechazada, o por despecho tomo mi fe precaria, de un Dios que no lo merece.  Lo bueno es que, Dios no necesita 
nuestra fe, nosotros la necesitamos.  Pero tiene que ser la fe verdadera.  No la puedo suspender como una caña de pescar, 
esperando pescar algo si soy lo suficientemente paciente, o uso el aliciente correcto de buen comportamiento y oración 
piadosa.   

La fe es siempre sobre una relación. Confío en ti o confío en Dios como un acto de voluntad, una decisión que 
hago una y otra vez, cada minuto de cada día.  Si, de verdad.  Conscientemente o tal vez a través del tiempo por el buen 
hábito, selecciono creer en Dios o en un ser amado como un acto de amor libremente recibido.  Mientras que la fe es un 
sustantivo, se siente más como un verbo o una acción debido a que siempre es una obra en progreso.  Nunca dejo de creer.  

Jesús nos invita en este tipo de relación dinámica y nos asegura que Dios tiene preparado algo mejor de lo que 
podamos imaginar o planear para nosotros.   Pero esto es algo difícil de creer hasta que a través del tiempo nuestra fe nos 
proporciona esa realización de lo que realmente es.  Al caminar a través de desafíos y sufrimientos, tanto como los gozos y 
celebraciones, sabemos que es Dios que está siempre a nuestro lado y dentro de nosotros el que nos da sustento.  Como la 
oración Las Huellas, Dios nos lleva cargando a través y hasta el mañana.  Por lo tanto la “evidencia de cosas que no se 
ven” se convierte en certezas para nosotros.  Sabemos, esperamos, buscamos y tratamos de hacer espacio para recibir a 
Dios entre nosotros, Dios trabajando, Dios en todas las cosas.  Practiquemos ser personas de fe, en relación con un Dios 
amoroso, al servirnos el uno con el otro.  ¡Qué privilegio!

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM  
In the U.S., cardiovascular disease is the major cause 
of death in both men and women.  But there are 
distinctions that require different diagnostic & 

therapeutic approaches.   The mortality rate for men has been 
decreasing over the past 20 years, but the mortality rate for 
women is increasing.   Decades ago, heart disease in women 
was thought to be uncommon because pre-menopausal 
women were spared from coronary artery disease, especially 
if they didn't smoke, have diabetes, high cholesterol or blood 
clotting abnormalities.  Many doctors screened women for 
only breast and cervical cancer.  However, a woman is 10 
times more likely to die of cardiovascular disease than breast 
cancer.  Both men and women experience angina (chest pain) 
due to blockage in the coronary arteries that supply the heart 
muscle.  Men are more likely to have a heart attack as their 
initial manifestation of heart disease.  In women, angina is 
often due to blockage caused by coronary spasm, in which 
muscles in the coronary artery contract and limit blood flow 
to the heart muscle.  Coronary angiograms, which are used 
mainly to look for blockage in the coronary arteries, often 
miss the cause of a woman's angina because of 
spasm...continued next week.
