PARISH ENVELOPE PROGRAM  

MAKES A CHANGE  
 

Dear Parish members, 
 

First we want to thank you for your generous support of our 

weekly parish Offertory. Your contributions each week allow 

us to operate; some examples, the lights and air conditioning 

are on in the church, sacrament preparation is taught, and 

formation programs run. 
 

Second, we want to alert you to a few changes with our parish 

envelope system. Beginning this month envelope users will 

receive packets of envelopes every other month. The packet 

will contain only weekly offering envelopes for a two-month 

period. Special collection envelopes that were included in the 

past will now be available in the pews a week prior to the 

specific collection.  The yellow ñmy schoolò envelope have 

also been removed from the mailing. For those who are 

interested in regular support to our grade school you can 

contact me at 602-212-4514 for more information. 
 

You will also notice on the offering envelope there is a line for 

you to write in the amount you contribute. Currently there is a 

cutout window that makes writing in this space difficult. If you 

could write this to the side on your envelope we would 

appreciate it. For tracking purposes every envelope has an 

amount written on it, it helps our counting team tremendously 

when the contributor writes it before it is placed in the basket. 
 

You may have noticed there is also a space for you to mark if 

you give electronically. For those who contribute via an 

automatic deduction from a bank account or credit card this is 

an opportunity for you to symbolically place your offering in 

the basket each week. Even though the envelope is empty the 

gesture symbolizes your gift to God out of gratitude for the 

blessings you have received. 
 

It is our hope that all those placing a gift into the basket each 

week do so prayerfully and with gratitude for the many 

blessings from God. 
 

These changes in our envelope mailing are allowing us to 

reduce our expenses to the parish operating budget during 

these tight economic times.  Again we are grateful for your 

support, it allows our St. Francis Xavier Catholic Faith 

Community to commit ourselves to an ever-deepening personal 

relationship with Jesus Christ  that expresses itself in prayer, 

worship and mission. Together we are guided by Ignatian 

principles in living a faith that does justice through our 

baptismal call to be Christ for others.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

Each year, more than 47,000 Americans are 

treated at hospital emergency departments for 

injuries from falls that involve walkers and canes, 

according to a federal government study.  That works out to 

average of 129 injuries a day.  U.S. Centers for Disease 

Control and prevention researchers analyzed emergency 

department records from 2001 to 2006.  They found that 

most of the falls involved walkers (87%), and people 65 

and older were seven times more likely to be injured in a 

walker-related fall than in a cane-related fall.  In order to 

prevent falls among people who use walkers or canes, 

professionals should spend more time with clients to fit 

walking aids.  In addition, clients should be educated about 

the safe use of walkers and canes.  Source:  US Centers for

NEWS FROM THE MARIAN SHOP  

One of the pillars of Ignatian spirituality is the practice of 

the daily examen. This prayer provides us with the 

opportunity to reflect on our relationship with God and 

those around us while focusing on giving thanks for our 

blessings, asking for the grace to know our sins, asking for 

forgiveness, and finally resolving to do better with Godôs 

grace. At the Marian Shop we have two books that gently 

lead us to practice this devotion. 

In Sleeping with Bread, the authors look at the Ignatian 

prayer practice of the examen and help us learn this method 

of self examination and reflection. Daily practice can help 

us become more aware of God's presence in our lives, 

showing how the things in our own lives, those things 

which sustain us, comfort us one day and give us hope for 

the next. 

Written for children, Making Heart-Bread employs the 

same concept.  It is based on a true story of what healed 

traumatized orphans during World War II and will help 

children everywhere to heal their hurts and create a 

nonviolent world where we can all give and receive life and 

love. It includes a section for parents and other caregivers 

at the end to help guide them in supporting their children.
