= Your mouth is a warm, wet breeding ground for germs
E}F and plaque. Plaque is a film of bacteria and mucus that
adheres to your teeth within hours after eating. Acids
produced by some bacteria cause tooth decay, while other plaque
bacteria release toxins that cause gum disease. Removing plaque
before it hardens into tartar will prevent gingivitis, an infection of
the gums. Left untreated, gingivitis can lead to tooth loss and
periodontitis. Weak teeth can't prepare your food for proper
digestion.  Also, there is a relationship between good oral
hygiene & heart disease. The bacteria that cause periodontitis
can cause an infection in the lining or valves of the heart called
endocarditis.
This bacteria can also stimulate the formation of blood clots or
other proteins that contribute to higher risk for heart disease and
stroke. A thorough daily brushing & flossing can prevent sick
teeth and clogged arteries. It should take you three minutes to
brush your teeth. You can get away with one high quality
cleaning each day.
