Dear Parishioners: 

 Here I am back again after a couple of weeks 

hiatus. I had two restful weeks of vacation outside the state 

of Arizona. I was closer to water and cooler climes. August 

has arrived and the parish school is already in full swing. 

Parish ministries will move back into high gear. 

 In this writing I would like to share with you the 

fact that the California Province of the Jesuits is celebrating 

the 100th anniversary of the founding of the Province in 

1909. This anniversary was highlighted by a convocation 

held at Santa Clara University, August 7th - 8th. There were 

approximately 380 Jesuits in attendance and on Friday, 

August 7th, lay partners from all the Jesuit institutions in 

the Province joined us in a day of celebration. This 

provided us with the opportunity to appreciate the 

importance of Lay-Jesuit collaboration in carrying out all 

the ministries of the Province. We share the spirit of St. 

Ignatius Loyola and work together to build up the Kingdom 

of God. 

 This spirit of collaboration is manifest here at St. 

Francis Xavier. You can experience this yourself at our up- 

coming parish Ministry Faire in September. There are 

about 57 ministries that flow from this parish from the 

ministry of education at the school and youth religious 

education programs, music/liturgy ministry, Communion to 

the homebound, Care Ministry, St. Vincent de Paul, RCIA, 

Adult and Ignatian faith formation, Legion of Mary, prayer 

shawl ministry, cancer support group, parish nurse and 

pastoral council and finance counciléto name just some 

that come to mind. 

 Two anchor points in a Jesuit parish are love of 

Jesus Christ and loving service to our neighbor. We pray to 

come to know Jesus more intimately, to love him more 

tenderly and to follow him more closely. The great 

commandment: Love God with all your heart, soul, mind 

and strength AND love your neighbor as yourself. 

 This is an excerpt from the convocation brochure: 

 More than two centuries before the California 

Province was formally established in 1909, Jesuits were 

busy building missions, schools, and churches in western 

America. 

  By 1909, two Jesuit colleges, a church, and the 

Sacred Heart Novitiate were flourishing in California. 

Today, the California Province sponsors three universities, 

16 primary and secondary schools, 12 parishes, three 

retreat/spirituality centers, numerous social ministries, and 

also provides support for 21 Jesuit missionaries serving in 

12 countries. 

 Our greatest achievement is building a community 

of people who share a commitment to serving faith and 

promoting justice. Jesuits are formed in community, and 

our lay colleagues and students are becoming true friends 

in the Lord by making the Spiritual Exercises, connecting 

at Teach-ins, joining Christian Life Community groups, 

and forging relationships with people on the margins of 

society here and abroad. 

 In a world fractured by widespread violence and 

systemic oppression, our relationships are crucial as we 

seek to discern where God is calling us. The hunger for 

spiritual growth and passion for justice, on fire in our 

people, will guide our common mission as we enter the 

next century.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

Experts rank water second only to oxygen as 

essential for life.  It comprises 50%-70% of our 

body weight.  It's the major component in our 

blood, cools us through perspiration, and enables 

the storage of energy-giving glycogen in our muscles.  It 

aids in digestion, absorption, circulation and the lubrication 

of body joints.  Every day, we lose about 2 1/2 cups of 

water through our skin, lungs, urinary tract and bowels, and 

exercise dramatically increases the requirement for 

water.  Water also supplies small amounts of minerals such 

as calcium, sodium, potassium and magnesium.  And while 

it's carrying nourishment to your cells, water is 

simultaneously carrying waste away from those 

cells.  When you're ill, drinking water activates important 

immune system chemicals that stimulate germ killing 

cells.  The number of fluid ounces one should consume 

each day varies from person to person but should be at 

lease 32 oz.
