TWENTY SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

Dear Parishioners, 

This summer, while on vacation, I had the time to read two 

novels along with some serious reading. In the latter 

category, I read a report on a study conducted by the 

Alliance for Catholic Education at Notre Dame University. 

The study is entitled: ñFaith, Finances and the Future, The 

Notre Dame Study of U.S. Pastors.ò 

 The study reports on five key themes that surfaced 

from interviews with pastors whose parish has an 

elementary school: enrollment management, financial 

management, maintain affordability, capital improvements 

and Catholic identity. 

 Let me reflect with you on the last theme, Catholic 

identity. This theme is very much on my mind as we begin 

a new academic year at the school, in our religious 

education programs and our on-going adult faith formation 

programs. We want to address the spiritual needs of our 

children, youth and adults. We want to draw them into a 

closer relationship with Jesus and Mary and into a deeper 

experience of their Catholic faith that they take with them 

into their daily lives.  

 The word ñcommunityò in describing our parish is 

not a platitude, or a trite, trendy adjective. We are a 

ñcommunityò of faith in Jesus Christ; we worship together 

to give thanks to God and draw nourishment to be faithful 

to our baptismal call; we are here to support one another on 

lifeôs journey; we are here to provide an environment that 

upholds families as they nurture their children in the faith; 

we embrace our school and R.E. programs that bring our 

children the teachings of our faith, an age-appropriate 

experience of liturgy, a moral sense that is grounded in 

gospel values and a commitment to service to our neighbor. 

Academic excellence, discipline, safe environment for 

learning and growth, athletic and extracurricular activities 

all have their proper place in the community. Our Catholic 

identity and mission are the paramount characteristics of 

St. Francis Xavier Parish.  

 This is a parish with a school and this adds depth to 

our mission. To quote this report (page 54): ñIf one fully 

understands the ramifications of the Incarnation and lives 

in the Paschal Mystery, seeing all the joys and sorrows of 

life as part and parcel of Jesusô death and resurrection, then 

Catholic parish life and Catholic school education make 

sense. They help, the Church says, to teach the truth, this 

truth: that Jesus Christ is at the center of our lives and is the 

sole reason these institutions exist.ò

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

The most important thing you can do if you are 

diagnosed with prostate cancer is to perform your 

own personal research on prostate cancer before 

you are treated.  Get a copy or your prostate 

biopsy pathology report and study it - this is the most 

important information about your own case.  Get a second 

opinion from a pathologist who specializes in prostate 

cancer.  Consult with both radiation oncologists and 

urologists, and ask if they have a computerized database on 

all patients they have treated for prostate cancer.  Ask for 

the 10 year individual cure rate (ICR) for your particular 

case.  Make sure the calculations are performed using PSA 

0.2ng/ml (PSA 0.2ng/ml is the definition of cure), and 

focus on cure rates - not on treatment.  Also ask for 

calculations of complication rates from their computerized 

database.  Compare 10 year ICRs and complication rates 

from the different doctors you have visited to help you 

make your treatment decisions.
