Dear Parishioners: 

 Noted scholar, teacher and author, Robert Wicks, professor of pastoral counseling at Loyola College, Baltimore, 

Maryland, has published another book entitled, ―Prayerfulness – Awakening to the Fullness of Life.‖ This book is 

described by Kerry Kennedy, daughter of Robert and Ethel Kennedy, who herself authored a book, ―Being Catholic Now‖, 

and she writes: ―In the face of anguish and distraction, so common in our society, Wicks presents a straightforward guide 

to deepening faith through compassion and love. A triumph of the human spirit!‖ 

 Wicks offers a spiritual suggestion: ―know and practice the simple, profound ways to improve your approach to 

meditation that have been recommended by wisdom figures through the ages.‖ The guidelines Wicks offers help us to 

reflect on our way of praying and to keep it sharp. 

 Guidelines: have a prayerful posture; be patient and let the silence speak for God in new ways; donôt unduly 

entertain, judge or run away from your thoughts; accept where you are in prayer and donôt compareéyourself to others; 

donôt seek to solve anything in prayer; donôt expect or try to force anything and just relax with God and thatôs enough; 

donôt cling to a theme or issue that may surface just hand it over to God; be gentle and clear with yourself; when you can, 

allow time for longer prayer. 

 Our society does not encourage silence and solitude. Multi-tasking has our minds spinning; demanding schedules 

put stress and strain on every family; our busy/busy pace makes it almost impossible to grab some quality time and to be 

able to make the most of it. 

 God wants to speak to us, guide us and lead us to fullness of life. Let’s give him the chance with some quiet time.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

Most people who have become ill with this new 

virus have recovered without requiring medical 

treatment.  Spread of this virus is thought to occur in 

the same way that seasonal flu spreads.  The viruses 

are spread mainly from person to person through coughing or 

sneezing by people with influenza.  Sometimes people may 

become infected by touching an object  with flu viruses on it 

and then touching their mouth or nose.  Symptoms of 2009 

H1N1 flu virus include fever, cough, sore throat, runny or 

stuffy nose, body aches, headache, chills & fatigue.  Some 

have also reported vomiting and diarrhea.  While most people 

who have been sick have recovered without needing medical 

treatment, hospitalizations and deaths from this infection 

have occurred.  If you become ill with flu-like symptoms, 

you should stay at home and avoid contact with others.  CDC 

recommends that you stay at home for at least 24 hours after 

your fever is gone except to get medical care or other 

necessities.
