TWENTY-SEVENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Dear Parishioners,

Let us not be denied our smile!

This reflection is based on thoughts shared by Daniel O’Leary, an English diocesan priest and renowned author, in
his book entitled “Prism of Love, God’s colors in everyday life.”

What O’Leary wrote five years ago resonates with us today in the world in which we live: the international crisis
of war, the economic situation and all its consequences, political struggles with a health care reform package that will
work, the environment, the search for a comprehensive immigrant reform bill and the reclaiming of civility in public
discourse.

As O’Leary says: “The news is bad. I listen to the awful stories about what is happening in the world, in our
churches and in our cities, I find it very painful. Where and when will it end? We all feel somehow responsible for the
sufferings of others. These disturbing events drag us down. How do we cope with the anxiety and worry?”

Being “dragged down,” being caught in “desolation” does us no good. As people of faith, we give back to God the
management of the world. We hand all this over to God. We lighten up a bit. We search for new balance. We believe that
our compassionate God HAS saved the world for now and always. It means that we accept and flow with this great
mystery called Life that we cannot always understand. When we accept this Good News, a smile returns to our face and
our energy is not sapped.

Quoting O’Leary: “It is easy for us to lose our spirit, to become negative about everything, to start criticizing and
blaming. A glance at the editorial page in our newspapers will testify to that. God’s chosen people can quickly turn into
God’s frozen people.”

The great challenge: to be people of faith that God is true to us; that Jesus Christ IS Lord; that we cooperate with
God, labor with God, collaborate with God to live the Good News in our life’s circumstances; that we do not let the “evil
forces” of this world drag us down. We are people of faith and hope and love. This gives us energy. This puts a smile on
our face as we let God be the general manager of the world. That we let the grace flowing from Jesus’ resurrection be that
which keeps a balance in our lives. We can face the challenges before us with calm and balance because we know that God
will be true to his word: “I am with you until the end of time.” Jesus gave his life to demonstrate to us that these are not
idle words.

Let us pray for each other.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM

L - In seasonal flu, certain people are at "high risk" of
£ serious complications. This includes people 65
years and older, children younger that 5 years,
pregnant women and people of any age with
certain chronic medical conditions. About 70% of people
hospitalized with 2009H1INT1 virus have had one or more
medical conditions which place them at "high risk" of
serious seasonal flu-related complications. This includes
pregnancy, diabetes, heart disease, asthma and kidney
disease. People older than 64 do not appear to be at
increased risk of 2009HIN1 related complications. CDC
studies have shown that no children and very few adults
younger than 60 have existing antibodies to 2009HIN1 flu
virus; however about 1/3 of people older than 60 may have
antibodies against this virus. 2009HINI1 flu has caused
greater disease burden in people younger than 25 than
in people older. At this time, few cases and few deaths
have been reported in people older than 64.. People
infected with seasonal and 2009HINI flu shed virus and
may be able to infect others from 1 day before getting sick
to 5-7 days after. Source: cdc.gov/HINI1flu
