Dear Parishioners: 
 

 Each year I speak at all the Masses on a given 

weekend in October, which I did today, about the 

Offertory Program that was established four years ago. In 

the week ahead I ask that you pause for a short reflection 

about why you give to this parish and what you give to 

support St. Francis Xavier. The amount each of you 

chooses to give, as a result of this annual reflection, helps 

to accomplish God’s work here in our parish community.  
 

 Just what does “that work” look like? Last year we 

celebrated 400 Baptisms, 406 Confirmations, 357 First 

Reconciliations, 356 First Communions, 32 adults took 

part in the yearlong RCIA program, 181 individuals 

received the Sacrament of the Sick, there were 35 funerals 

and home visitors made 7,002 communion calls. Our 

parish school educated 548 students and another 554 

children took part in our religious education classes. Our 

St. Vincent de Paul Chapter made an average of 70 home 

visits per week to help the needy within our parish 

boundaries. Most days and evenings our parish is bustling 

with meetings and activities, such as,  Scouts, the Knights 

of Columbus, Legion of Mary, Adult Faith Formation, 

scripture groups, various parish councils, sacramental 

preparation, prayer groups and many of our 58 other 

ministries. 
 

 I thank those of you who offer your financial 

support to our parish, and I encourage those who are not 

participating in the Offertory Program to consider doing 

so. The participation and commitment of all parishioners 

contributes to making this a vital and growing community.   

 

 The Offertory Program invites you to make a 

commitment to the life of the parish as it strives to really 

live the Gospel. There are times throughout the year when 

you are asked to “give to a need.” Yet, as people who 

recognize the blessings we have received from God, there 

is a lasting “need to give.” This action completes the circle 

of receiving and giving. Our faith expresses itself in deeds 

not just words.  
 

 Based on your prayerful reflection, please decide 

what you are able to contribute on a weekly basis in 

support of our parish in the year 2010. Regardless of 

whether you give monthly or quarterly, I am asking that 

each household indicate the weekly amount on the 

commitment card. There will be an opportunity to 

complete the commitment card this coming weekend 

immediately after the homily time at Mass. 
 

 Again, I express my gratitude for the time and 

sincerity you will put into this reflection. Keep in mind 

that every day is God’s gift to you. What you do with it is 

your gift to Him.
