TWENTY NINTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Dear Parishioners:

At this time of year in Arizona many people talk
about taking a weekend ride to the mountains to experience
the turning of the leaves. Aspens have a breathtaking array
of color and some maples turn a brilliant red against a
yellow and green background. If we don’t stop to look at
the scene, if we don’t reflect on the beauty of creation, if
we don’t pause long enough to allow a feeling of gratitude
to overtake us because of what God does for us in creation
then we are poorer for not noticing. The kingdom of God is
all around us.

I recently re-read a chapter from William Barry,
S.J.’s book, God 6 s
entitled: “What Role Do We Play in the Kingdom of God?”
The following reflection will be based on this chapter.

Barry says that the kingdom of God can be
understood as God’s one action, an action w hose intention
is to create an environment where all people can enter into
God’s own community life. God builds up the kingdom.
We discover it insofar as we discern how to align our
actions with the one action of God.

The challenge for us is to become aware of God’s
action in our daily lives and to witness to it. God needs us
not so much to bring about his kingdom as to notice its
presence in our midst...when enemies become friends,
when injured people forgive the one who injured them,
when love overcomes fear, when the cup of water is given
to relieve a thirst, when one sits at the bedside of a sick or

ashamed to admit that God is at the center of our lives, not
apologizing for acting and deciding in a way that is in
keeping with gospel values), we cooperate with God’s
intention of forming a community of people who share in
God’s own community life.

God is encountered only in the real world, with all
its complexities and conflicting claims and influences. If
we try to bring our actions into harmony with God’s
actions, we are privileged to be co-creators with God; we
cooperate with building up HIS kingdom.
