THIRTIETH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

Dear Parishioners: 

 ñWhat do you want me to do for you?ò This is the question Jesus posed to the blind Bartimaeus in todayôs gospel. 

Let me take this opportunity to lead you in a guided contemplation on this scene from the life of Jesus. As you read this piece in the 

bulletin let it be like setting some background music. Then when you get home, I invite you to spend a little more focused time with this 

gospel scene. Open your mind and heart to receive the words of Jesus. 

Get your bible and open it to the gospel of Mark, chapter 10, verses 46-52. Now, find a comfortable, quiet, undistracted place to sit. 

Place your feet flat on the floor and hold your back straight yet relaxed. Take three deep breaths; take the air in deeply through your nose 

and let the air out of your mouth. Three deep breaths. 

Slowly (out loud, if you like) read these verses that tell the story of Jesus and Bartimaeus. Wait a couple of minutes and read it a second 

and then a third time. This lets the Word of God sink into your awareness. Let the scene come alive in your imagination. 

Blind man sitting in a doorway begging; people passing him byé 

Excitement as Jesus and a crowd come down the roadé 

Bartimaeus has heard of Jesusô miracle working; he calls outé  

ñJesus, have pity on me!ò He kept callingé 

Jesus calls the man to come to himéthe man jumps up and goes in the direction of Jesusô voice; perhaps reaches out to touch 

Jesusé 

With a deeply compassionate voice Jesus asks the man: ñWhat do you want me to do for you?ò 

ñLord, that I may see,ò says the blind man. 

ñYour faith has saved you,ò Jesus says. 

The man received his sightéand followed Jesus as a disciple. 

Let this scene rest in your imaginationéput yourself in the place of Bartimaeus. Jesus looks on you and asks you the same question in 

ñnowò time. ñWhat do you want me to do for you?ò What would you ask of Jesus? Trust that the grace, the desire that you have will be 

granted you.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

Experts say that in about 25% of people with 

rheumatoid arthritis inflammation that accompanies 

RA can spread to the eyes.  The following are 

vision problems that may occur: 

    1. Epsicleritis is inflammation of the transparent tissue that 

        surrounds the eyeball.  

    2. Iritis is a very painful condition that causes the white of            

the eye to turn light pink and causes blurred vision and  

        sensitivity to light. 

    3. Keratitis is inflammation of the cornea, the front part of 

the eye.  It results in blurred vision and painful eyes. 

    4. Scleritis occurs when the sclera, the white of the eye,  

        becomes inflamed. 

    5. Sjogren's Syndrome leads to dryness of eyes, mouth and  

        other body tissues as the immune system targets the 

        body's moisture producing glands. 

If you suffer from RA or suspect you may be suffering from 

any of these ailments, talk with your eye doctor.  Left 

untreated, RA related conditions may lead to serious 

complications.
