ALL SAINTS  

Dear Parishioners: 

     The month of November is upon us. Today, November 

1st, the Church celebrates the lives of all the saints. At the 

Easter Vigil ceremony, the Litany of the Saints is sung by 

the whole congregation as the catechumens are preparing 

to come into the Church and join the ñcommunion of 

saints.ò The saints are our brothers and sisters in faith. 

     Let us pause for a moment today to recall all those who 

have lived the life of faith in Jesus Christ. We thank God 

for their witness to the faith, and for many that meant 

martyrdom. For others it meant simply living their life in 

simple, authentic faith grounded in self-sacrificing love. 

Let us stand proudly in the midst of this community and 

may the saints in heaven pray for us. 

     In the Catholic Church, this month of November is 

dedicated to remembering and praying for those who have 

gone before us in faith. The Mass for All Souls is 

celebrated on November 2nd. This is a special time in the 

liturgical year when we hold up our deceased family 

members, loved ones and friends, and ask Godôs eternal 

blessing on them.  

     St. Paul, in the First Letter to the Corinthians, chapter 

fifteen, gives his understanding of the resurrection of Jesus 

Christ and what Jesusô resurrection means for our lives.  

Based on this chapter, the Church uses the following 

words in the Preface for a funeral Mass:  ñéLord, for 

your faithful people [in death] life is changed, not ended.ò 

     As we remember the faithful departed during the month 

of November, we are exercising our faith in the truth of the 

resurrection and our solid belief that in death our life is not 

ended but changed. God will raise us up also, 

incorruptible, so that we may share in the fullness of 

divine life just as Jesus Christ does. In this we fulfill our 

ultimate destiny, that for which we were created, to take 

our eternal place in the circle of love that is the Holy 

Trinity. 

     The Phoenix Jesuit Community will remember your 

loved ones at daily Mass during the month of November. 

Also, I invite you to please write the names of your 

beloved deceased on the special envelope you will find in 

the pews. Place the envelope in the collection basket today 

or next weekend or return it to the parish office. The 

intentions will be placed next to the Book of Life (in front 

of the St. Joseph statue). You are also welcome to enter the 

names of your beloved deceased in this Book.  

     ñMay the souls of the faithful departed rest in peace.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

If you're not getting 7-9 hours of sleep at night, you 

need to find out why and what you can do about it. 

The first step is to recognize the problem and get 

help.  Talk to your doctor.  Sleep not only affects 

your mood, it strengthens your memory and ability to think 

clearly.  It also plays a pivotal role in the functioning of your 

body's endocrine and immune systems, which regulate the 

release of key hormones and help protect your body from 

disease.  Studies show that too little sleep is associated with 

health problems such as hypertension, obesity, diabetes 

and  more.  Drowsy driving is the probable cause of more 

than 100,000 police reported car crashes & more than 1,500 

deaths each year.  Sleep needs vary from person to person, 

but sleep experts recommend that adults get 7-9 hours of 

continuous sleep, not interrupted by repeated awakenings, 

each night.  You also need to get enough sleep to avoid sleep 

debt-the collective effect of not getting adequate sleep over 

time.  If you are sleep deprived, talk with your health care 

provider about steps you can take to ensure that you will get 

an adequate amount of quality sleep.  Source:  Health 

Monitor At Home Vol 10, No.2 Fall 2009, pp5-6.
