" - Optical migraines, which spark such symptoms as
%g’ flashes of light, blind spots, or zigzagging patterns
%  during attacks - but no head pain - often respond to
the same treatments as migraine headaches. These

include Rx medications and lifestyle changes such as getting

enough sleep, reducing stress, and avoiding foods that might
trigger an attack. Common offenders include chocolate,
aged cheeses, red wine and drinking too much coffee.
Because other disorders, including seizures, can spark
similar symptoms to those of optical migraines, your eye
doctor may refer you to a neurologist to confirm the
diagnosis. If you ever see a flash of light, it could signify a
retinal detachment, and you should visit your doctor right
away to prevent vision loss.
