each year. And, adds Dr David G. Armstrong,
DPM, PhD, director of the Southern Arizona Limb Salvage
Alliance, "85%-90% of these amputations are completely
preventable...every 30 seconds, someone loses a leg due to
diabetes. And once someone loses a leg, that's worse than
most kinds of cancer in terms of 5 year survival
rates." Reduced blood flow and nerve damage (neuropathy)
that changes or reduces the ability to feel pain are
contributing factors. The loss of sensation happens slowly,
and at least half of the patients will lose enough feeling to be
at high risk for getting a sore or wound on the foot. 50%-
60% of the time, that wound or sore will get
infected. "Those infections result in 88% of amputations
done annually on folks with diabetes." If you have diabetes,
talk with your health care provider about life style choices
and treatments to prevent and control
diabetes.
