Let us use the month of November as an opportunity to grow 

in stewardship which, simply put, means living a life of 

gratitude. And as the psalmist encourages us to do: ñO give 

thanks to the Lord for he is good; for his love endures 

foreverò (Psalm 107:1).

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM 

The best way to measure your heart's health is to 

monitor 4 important numbers - Total cholesterol, Low-

density lipoproteins (LDL), High-density lipoprotein 

(HDL), and Triglycerides (Trigs). Your body needs 

cholesterol to create new cell membranes  & hormones & to 

protect nerves, but too much is a major risk factor for heart 

disease.  Your total cholesterol level is made up of your LDL, 

HDL, & Trigs. 

LDL (bad cholesterol) You want this number to be low.  It's 

job is to carry cholesterol through the blood stream from the 

liver to the rest of the body. 

HDL (good cholesterol) HDL moves unused cholesterol 

from cells back to the liver where is excreted.  The higher 

your HDL level, the more excess cholesterol will be 

disposed of by your liver. 

Triglycerides (Trigs.) are fats that give your body 

energy.  Any Trigs. that are not used for energy stay in the 

blood and contribute to - and even speed up - hardening of 

the arteries or arteriosclerosis. 

Your doctor will perform and fasting blood test to diagnose high 

cholesterol.  Everyone over 20 should get this test every 5 

years.  If you are 50 or older, you should be tested yearly or 

more often as needed.  You and your doctor can discuss 

individual risks and treatments.  Source:  Health Monitor At
